How do we know when care 
partners need more help? One 
way is to look and see what’s 
going on around the house. For 
example: 

• Look in the refrigerator and 
freezer. Has food spoiled be-
cause the care partner has 
forgotten to eat, or is there 
any food in the fridge or 
freezer? 

• Does the care partner’s gro-
cery list consist mostly of 
junk food like candy and 
chips? 

• Look at the floors and hall-
ways. Have shaky hands 
spilled drinks and food soil-
ing wood, tile, carpets or fur-
niture?  

• Does the care partner have 
throw rugs, objects and fur-
niture creating tripping haz-
ards? 

• Does your care partner forget 
to re-fill prescriptions? 

• Does failing eyesight make it 
difficult for your care partner 
to read medication labels? 

• Is there clutter around the 
house such as newspapers, 
magazines and books ? 

• Is it safe for your care part-
ner to drive? There comes a 
time when our care partners 
should no longer drive. 

• Does your care partner now 
spend more time at home 
watching TV and avoiding 
going out? 

These are all signs that your care 
partner may need additional sup-
port from the care circle. Team 
members should be alert to 
changes in care partner routines, 
especially those without family 
nearby. They depend on their 
care circle team members to help 
them remain home for as long as 
it is practical. 

If you recognize any of the 
above signs, please discuss this 
at your next Team meeting .
